Mr. Dhruba Hari Adhikary has been associated as a founding trainer of NPI's Diploma in Journalism course from the beginning in 1985. After completing his bachelor's degree from Tribhuvan Unioversity in 1975, he did Diploma (Honours) in Journalism from the London School of Journalism in 1979. Editor and one of the contributors of NPI's top-selling books on journalism, Patrakarita Haate Kitaab, he worked for the Gorkhapatra daily (established as a weekly in 1901) as a reporter/sub-editor (1979-90) before writing for various international print/broadcast media, including the Reuters news agency (1989-1994), Los Angeles Times, The Independent (London), Time magazine and the Rome-headquartered Inter-Press Service. He worked as translator/broadcaster for the BBC Nepali Service in London (1978-79).

A former Executive Chairman of NPI, Mr. Adhikary writes regularly for several prominent national newspapers in Nepal. He also contributes to Yomiuri Shimbun (Japanese daily), Asia Times Online, DW Radio (Germany's international broadcaster) and New York Times, establishing him as one of the busiest and most successful Nepali freelance journalists today. He is a life member of Nepal Council of World Affairs.
