Ms. Montessori Rajbhandari, Treasurer, is a leading trainer in radio broadcasting. Presently the Director of Communication Corner, independent broadcasting house, which runs FM and satellite radio station, Ujyaalo 90 Network, in Kathmandu valley as well as broadcast across the country in partnership with more than 90 stations. On completion of a diploma course in journalism from the Centre for Women's Development in 1993, she joined Nepal Forum of Environment Journalists (NEFEJ) and was involved with the production of an audio magazine for the then upcoming Radio Sagarmatha, eventually went on air in 1997 to become not only Nepal's but South Asia's first private sector radio station. She also worked for Khojkhabar programme aired on the country's national radio, Radio Nepal, in 1997 before becoming one of the founding members of the Communication Corner in 1998. 

Ms. Rajbhandari served as the station manager of Ujyaalo 90 Network and earned the disction of becoming the first Nepali woman to hold such position. She has been involved in various training programmes, including some organised by NPI. She completed a course on community radio broadcasting held by the Danish School of Journalism in 2003 and did international course on broadcast management from Radio Netherlands Training Centre in 2009.
